How Ping works

First, you must register? with the Fing service.
They will want to know some perscnal
details like your address etc, your mebile
telephone number and your child’s mehbile
phone nurmber. Then you will get a passwaord.
Only you can use Ping to find your child - so
it's safe to use.

When you have registered, you can then
find your child’s mobile at any time. Of course,
your child's mobile must be switched on. The
service can only work if your child agrees and
has her or his mabile phone on.

Step 2

About one minute later, you will receive a map
on the screen of you mobile. It shows fo
within 50 metres where your child’s phone is.
There iz also a short fext message which gives
the information in words foo.
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
